In my discussions about ancient British Christianity,
realize that | have neglected Ireland almost entirel
and have not made any mention of the developme
of the Christian Faith elsewhere in the world. Indeec
though the British Church was quite active, and ha
developed traditions of long-standing antiquity
(which had influence all through the history of all the
Church to this day), yet it was a rather small part ¢
Christendom. If, on the eve of Constantine’s victor
in 313 AD which brought legal status to the Church
western Britain (mainly the Welsh and kindred
nations) was 50% Christian, this would amount t
perhaps a quarter to half a million faithful. And if the
rest of the Roman Empire were 10% Christian, th
would amount to perhaps 12 million.

The number of Christians for whom the reading
Holy Scripture was the central act of worship
quite small, indeed, we are considering only a re
small outpost of Holy Church (and the ‘Bible-on
Churches still amount to only a small fraction of
Church as a whole).
