As I write this it is the Tuesday before the Fifth Sunday of Lent – March 16th.  The Sun is shining, the sky 
is clear, the temperature is 52°F, crocuses and daffodils are blooming, the rose bushes are budding and it 

looks like Spring is on the way.  New life is coming forth from an old death and our celebration of Easter and 
the Resurrection is only three weeks away.  Even though it is still Lent I have to say “Alleluia!” but by the 
time you read this we will officially be in the Alleluia season – thanks be to God!

We are a Resurrection people.  Everything about our faith is based on the single belief that Jesus the Christ, 
the human presence of the Incarnate God, was horrifically executed and was raised from that death that we 
might no longer be afraid of death – no matter what its form.

Death and loss are part of our daily experience, but as a Resurrection people we know that death and loss are 
not the final word.  There is always the hope of a new beginning.  There is always a chance for a new start –
not as we once were, perhaps, nor as a return to the way things may have always been, but with a newness and 
freshness like Springtime.

I have always been fascinated with the mythological figure of the phoenix.  It is one of those creatures which 
has shown up in almost every culture since human beings began to tell one another stories over campfires.  In 
a classical retelling the phoenix was believed to live for a thousand years and at the end of that millennium it 
would build a nest of twigs in the top of a tree, line it with frankincense and myrrh, sit itself down and then 
burst into flame.  Immediately out of its own ashes would arise an even more resplendent phoenix.  Is it any 
wonder that in the early years of the Church, and even into the Renaissance, the phoenix became a symbol for 
Christ and the Resurrection?

Sometimes, like the phoenix, things go along well for a long time, but eventually a crisis point arrives and 
seems to devour us in its flames.  The Resurrection of Jesus Christ teaches us that we can always look for a 
new beginning out of every sort of death, a chance for a new start and a new life that is not limited to the end 
of our physical existence but is also available to us day by day.  As the crocus and the daffodil rises from the 
dead earth, and the phoenix rises from its own ashes, we, too, are promised a risen Spring full of hope.  
Thanks be to God!

The Archbishop of Canterbury - The Incumbent

We pray for him every Sunday, the archbishop with the unusual Gaelic first name.

Rowan Williams was born in Swansea, Wales on June 14th, 1950 into a Welsh-speaking family. After finishing 
school, he attended both Cambridge and Oxford Universities, finally earning a D.Phil degree in 1975.

After a career as a lecturer, he was appointed in 1991 to be Bishop of Monmouth in the Church of Wales and was elected Archbishop of Wales in 
1999. In 2002 he was chosen as successor to George Carey, Archbishop of Canterbury, Primate of all England. Rowan and his wife Jane, married in 
1981 and have two children.

The present archbishop speaks eleven languages and is interested in social and political matters, especially the unity of the Anglican Communion.

Despite his many overseas visits to heads of state and Church leaders, it is interesting to note that although his office receives thousands of letters 
each year, the archbishop manages to answer as many as possible, in person.

In his lifetime, Rowan Williams has taken part in anti-nuclear demonstrations outside U.S. air bases and was in New York City on September 11th, 
2001 in close proximity to Ground Zero. He has written a book "Writing in the Dust" recording his reflections on that horrific event. Most of his 
other writings, and there are many, show that he has a keen interest in the affairs of the Eastern Orthodox Church. He also finds time to write
poetry. ■
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Transplant Awareness                                                by Elizabeth Walter  

On November 6, 2000, I became the first person in South Carolina to undergo a living liver transplant.  My dad was able to give the gift of life 
that saved me.  This year, I decided that I wanted to celebrate this event and participate in the National Kidney Foundation U.S. Transplant 

Games open to all recipients of solid organ donations.  It will be held in Madison, Wisconsin July 31st to August 4th, 2010.  My goal is to raise 
money for the National Kidney Foundation and participate in the track and field events.  Hopefully, I can qualify for the World Transplant Games 
the following year.  I will represent Team Carolinas by running the 800m, 1500m, 5k road race and 4 x 400m race.  My dad will also be running 
in the 5k road race.

I recently went to Charleston to run in a 5K road race to raise money for organ donation awareness through LifePoint.  LifePoint was initially 
known as SCOPA (South Carolina Organ Procurement Agency) until 2001.  I learned that every 11 minutes someone is added to the national 
transplant waiting list.  900 people in SC alone are on this list and need our help.  About 90% of those on the list need a kidney and many will die 
waiting for a transplant.  Did you know that one donor can save up to 8 people and improve the lives of up to 50 or more through tissue donation?  
I hope you will consider registering today by visiting www.Every11Minutes.org, www.donatelife.net, or www.kidney.org .   I did not have the 
choice of receiving my liver from a deceased donor because none was available in time.  If not for the gift from my dad, I would not be here to-
day.

GOD’S FILLING STATION: CLOSED…Oh No.  What happened? Did the economy put him out of business?  Is he bankrupt?  Was he fore-
closed on?  What’ll we do now? Oh, it’ll be O.K.  There’s just been a death in the family.  His Son died. 

 “God’s Filling Station” is a real place –a Day Care Center in Asheville.  The notice of its closing for a snow day made me sit back and think about 
it.  I thought about it for days afterward.  

“God’s Filling Station!”  It’s where we go with our prayers and our laundry list of requests.  It’s where we go with our troubles, when we are sick 
or looking for guidance.  It’s where we go when we are asking for protection—for ourselves and for those we love. It’s where we go to receive 
forgiveness.  Or looking at it another way, how about when we turn to God and give Him praise and worship and thanks.  So often we say thanks 
for the big things in life, - the obvious blessings, the blatant miracles like physical healing and near-death encounters, but miss the small wonders 
Christ performs in our lives: a sunny day or moonlit night, the warm smile of a spouse or lover, the good feeling of a child’s hand in ours.  We miss 
the goodness of God who wakes us each morning and watches over us when we sleep, the way God calms our hearts and minds in the middle of 
turmoil and trouble, giving us the wisdom, strength, & courage to do the right thing. We miss the simple fact that God loves us unconditionally.  
Isn’t this also a way of patronizing God’s Filling Station? Did God close His business the three days between Good Friday and Easter? To para-
phrase Pam Stone, “I’m just asking.” 

Jesus was afraid in the Garden of Gethsemane; He knew that what He was being called to do would be painful. He even asked if there wasn’t some 
other way.  Then He went ahead and did what He was called to do.  We, as Christians, are called to be Christ like.  We need to pray for guidance 
and even deliverance.  But, when the answer is “No”, then we need to pray for the courage and strength to do the right thing. This may require us to 
make some personal sacrifices, but if we can make life a little better for those who are underprivileged, discriminated against or abused, in anyway, 
than we will indeed be following Christ’s example. Submitting to God’s will sometimes involves hard work, so we opt for something easier.  It 
might be helpful to remember that we never know whose eyes God is watching us out of. 

“Life is short, and we don’t have much time to gladden the hearts of those who make this Pilgrimage with us, so be swift to love, make haste to do 
kindness, shower hospitality on friend and stranger.  Walk in justice, that you may follow the path of mercy and love.” (Unknown)

As we celebrate this Easter Season, let us take a little time to remember that when evil darkens our world, God gives us light, and when we are 
numb with despair, He gives us hope.

T he 12th century turns out to be time of flourishing of learning andscholarship in Western Europe, not only there but in the Middle East and in 
lands further east. Even in the Americas it was a time of great Native cultures, as well. Education among even the lower-born was on the increase 

and scientific learning and knowledge grew exponentially. People even knew
that the world was round! And though the bulk of this research was done in the monasteries, some was done in the 'civilian' world, as well. And I 
would ask my readers, if they are seeking a more complete history of English Christianity, also to read one or more of the standard histories available, 
and fit what I have to say into the context of what they are reading. If
there are any contradictions between me and them, keep in mind that opposites may have been occuring, but in different places, or, at different times.

One of the great tragedies of that age, from the standpoint of a historian, was a great fire which burnt up the library at Glastonbury Abbey, also the 
'Old Church' which had been preserved as a sacred place. Even though under the Normans, the English still considered their Church to be in direct 
continuity with the British Church of old; the destruction of books showing that continuity and the Old Church must have been a blow to them. Only a 
few fragments of that ancient record are preserved to us today, plus the writings of William of Malmesbury who consulted that library before it burnt 
down; they still are sufficient to show the antiquity of the once- and presently- independent Church in the British Isles (independent of the
Vatican, but not of Christ our Saviour, that is). Would that a duplicate set of books be found which would more accurately trace the antiquity of our 
Anglican witness to our Saviour's saving grace! Some would say that the Glastonbury Abbey library fire was deliberately set so as to facilitate the 
spread of Roman Christianity into the British Isles. I wouldn't go so far as to say that, but, the removal of ancient Celtic documentation did help 
'Romanize' England, though that process was still difficult and incomplete at the time of the Reformation.

On the positive side, there was an attempt to provide portions of the Bible in English for layfolk to read. A monk named Orrim (or Orm) undertook to 
translate the Sunday Lectionary into English poetry, not only for people to read, but also to recite. He embellished the text a little, but only to provide a 
better understanding of it. Unfortunately he only completed six of these before he became ill and died. However, he left a good example of early 
Middle English which shows that the English tongue was alive and well. There appears to have been  no objection to an English Bible in those days.
(And, by the way, the rhythm of this Biblical poetry was the same as 'rap' nowadays.)

In the 12th century Wales was enjoying a cultural renaissance; one figure in it was Geoffrey of Monmouth who wrote the History of the British Kings. 
Said history is not too highly regarded by present-day historians, however, it may contain elements of truth which may help us nowadays to piece 
together the history of Christianity in early Britain. Some of it is
decidedly allegorical in nature; 'deciphering' the allegory may supply us with facts which would explain why the Church in the British Isles did as they 
did. Geoffrey transmitted the Arthurian Legend to the world by it, though, one Nennius in the 9th century wrote out the story of King Arthur; even St. 
Gildas the Wise in the 6th century made one posssible reference to
the monarch. (Now the word 'legend' means 'something to be read', so the story of Arthur passed down to us in manuscript rather than word of mouth.) 
One impact of this book, which was translated into Norman French, was to cause  the English to look into the antiquity of their land and to consisider 
themselves to have had a continuous history from the beginning.
If the word 'renaissance' means that a country looks into its past and draws wisdom from it, then, England started undergoing a renaissance in the 12th

century. As the Italians did with their past in the 14th century, so the English in the 12th. The impact of both was to be enormous.

The 12th century saw the continued ascendancy of the great monasteries and monastic orders, some of whom (like the Cistercians) were to cause a 
great loathing for monasticism in the realm of England. But that is another tale. Peccator sum, ora pro me. God's blessing on each and every of my 
readers.  ■

Beginning April 18th Father Doty will offer a class entitled “Rabbi 
Jesus and the Kingdom of God” on Sunday morning at 9:30 a.m. in 
the McGavern Room.

St. Paul reminds us that we are “heirs of God and fellow heirs with Christ, provided we suffer with him in order that we may also be glorified with 
him.” (Romans 8:17).  Lent is a time for us to recall the suffering that Our Lord endured. Our liturgies during Lent – and, especially, Holy Week –
re-live that suffering, that movement toward the Cross, and allow us to share in that affliction.  We cannot truly grasp the true joy and ecstasy, the 
full meaning, of Easter, if we do not first experience the agony, despair, and loneliness that make it significant.  Waiting is important.  Waiting is 
hard – sometimes, painful.  What Lent and Holy Week provide for us are spaces wherein our waiting becomes holy, becomes set apart, so that we 
may all the more joyfully sing, “the strife is o’er, the battle done, the victory of life is won.”

There will be a number of special events throughout the Lenten season here at Holy Cross. Here is a brief overview of some of the upcoming 
Lenten offerings at our parish:
Stations of the Cross. Fridays during Lent. 5:00 pm.  Led by Ambrose Mills. An ancient, meditative prayer-pilgrimage through the nave of the Church that retraces 
the steps of Christ’s passion.

Thursday Book Group. During the season of Lent, our book study will cover A Clearing Season: Meditations for Lent by Sarah Parsons. Please join us! We meet 
each Thursday at noon.

The Sacrament of Reconciliation.  Fr. Doty will be available in the Chapel each Wednesday from 1:00 to 2:00 to hear private confessions from any interested pa-
rishioners.

Lenten Midweek Music Series.   For the second year, we will present a weekly meditative musical offering each Wednesday at noon. Feel free to bring your lunch. 
This year’s performances include: Charles McKnight (recorder), Wanda May (voice),  Susie Mahnke (organ),  Mark Ardrey-Graves (harpsichord),  Mark Schweizer 
(voice).

Holy Week Schedule

 Sunday, March 28: Palm Sunday. Services at 8:30 and 10:30. Each service will 
begin with the Liturgy of the Palms at the West Door of the church. At the 
10:30 service, the Passion Gospel will be chanted.

Thursday, April 1: Maundy Thursday Eucharist at 7:00 pm.
       One of the most beautiful services of the entire church year, this Eucharist 

recalls the words Christ gave to his disciples on the night of the Last Sup-
per: I give you a new commandment, that you love one another.  The altar 
will be dressed in white, and (the only time during Lent) the Gloria will be 
sung. We also will perform the ritual observance of foot washing.  At the 
end of the service, as Christ is betrayed and led out to his trial, the altar 
will be stripped and left bare.

Thursday, April 1 through Friday morning, April 2. 
Vigil at the altar: 8:00pm until sunrise. 

Individuals may sign up for one-hour shifts to sit in the darkened church and 
keep watch through the night, in a symbolic representation of the night 
of Christ’s arrest and trial: “Can you not keep awake one hour? Keep awake 
and pray that you may not come into the time of trial.”

Friday, April 2. Community Good Friday Service at 12:00 noon in the Church.

Friday, April 2. Proper Liturgy for Good Friday at 6:00 pm in the Chapel. At 
this service the Passion narrative from the Gospel of John is read. There is 
no Eucharist on this day.

 Sunday, April 4. The Sunday of the Resurrection:
Easter Day, Services at 8:30 and 10:30.
We celebrate the Resurrection of Our Lord with song and Eucharist.  Hymns 
will be sung at the early service; the 10:30 service will feature full choir and 
incense.
