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From the Rector The Rev. Dr. Michael Doty

s I write this the Summer season is officially upon us, and it is HOT! But then you know that, don’t you? Between the suffocating

heat and humidity, and the strong afternoon thunderstorms, it is hard to believe that just a few months ago we were in the grip of a
drought. Having grown up in and around these mountains from the foothills to the highlands I learned there is one phrase the old-timers
use about our weather: “If you don’t like it wait a few minutes and it will change.”

That’s pretty much the way it always is, whether you are talking about the weather, the economy, politics or religion — wait a few minutes
and it will change. Just as the weather changes from hour to hour, day to day, season to season and year to year, so do all those other things
which demand our attention and cause us stress and concern. Whatever we consider to have become the norm, wait a few minutes and it
will change.

Who would have thought this time last year that one of our greatest environmental concerns would be a runaway oil rig disaster in the Gulf
of Mexico, and that it would so devastate the environment, the wildlife and the lives of thousands upon thousands of people? Whether one
thinks the disaster was the result of oil company mismanagement or not, the fact of the matter is that the results of the oil spill will change
life on the Gulf coast for decades to come. Whenever we think things are normal, wait a few minutes and it will change.

Who would have thought that our robust world and national economies of five years ago would have come so close to collapse this past
year, and that even as we begin to see signs of recovery from the recession millions of people all over the world are out of work and desper-
ately struggling to provide for their families? Add to those economic disruptions the earthquakes, fires and floods which have killed so
many and left homeless vast multitudes in the Caribbean, our Midwest, and Asia and one wonders what on earth we can count on when the
earth itself moves beneath us and our largest financial institutions suddenly go broke. Just when we think things are safe, wait a few min-
utes - they will change.

Who would have thought that after all these years of struggle within the Episcopal Church over the role and place of women clergy, and
having elected Katherine Jefferts-Shori to be our Presiding Bishop, that she would have been so ill treated by Rowan Williams, the
Archbishop of Canterbury and be refused acknowledgement as a bishop of the Church in her recent visit to Southwark Cathedral in Eng-
land? Yes, the Diocese of Los Angeles did elect and consecrate a lesbian as one of their bishops if that was the reason, but such an action
makes one wonder where our place in the greater Anglican Church may be in the future. Well, that too will change one way or the other —
just wait a few minutes.

The point of all this rambling is quite simple. We live in an imperfect world populated by imperfect people. We have little genuine control
over anything around us, and we have no control over the ravages of nature, induced or otherwise. It is often hard to see where a loving
God is in all this chaos, but God indeed is present — even when those things which we hold dear, those things which define us, those things
which give us comfort and support are suddenly torn from our lives. Even and especially then God is with us.

The promise of the Gospel is that God loves us where we are, who we are, how we are — no matter what. And that promised love is there to
help and encourage through the rough times in our lives — whether those rough times are material, physical, mental, emotional or otherwise.
The promise is not that God will maintain us in an unchanging world, but that God will sustain our spirits through the change, through the
hurt, through the uncertainty and into a new life and a new way of being — but we have to trust God to do so. We have to trust God to bring
about a resurrection of new being.

Yes, life is uncertain. Like it or not, wait a few minutes and it will change. However, God is certain, eternal, and full of grace, and you can
wait until all the stars in the heavens go dark and that blessedness and the promise will never change. You can count on it — forever.

Have a wonderful and safe summer. Trust God. It will be alright.

Created in 698 A.D. the island's monks worked diligently to produce the beautifully illuminated Lindisfarne gospels. This precious book is now in
the safe keeping of the British Library in London.

All hell broke loose in 875 A.D. when Danish pirates raided and killed the inhabitants. Missionary work was suspended until the 11th Century when
a Norman church was built.

Today, hundreds of pilgrims are drawn each year to wade across the sands, take the causeway or land by boat. These visitors are searching for
something, they know not what until they wander about the island and discover in this holy place a powerful sense of God's presence. m

Anglican History By Henry Moffitt

, 1 / e come now to the 13th century, a great time of development in Western Europe. Indeed, many of the ways we have nowadays had their origins in
this time, such as, "Time is money," for one. I might say that many of the things we attribute to the Renaissance of the 15th century had their origins
in the 13th; much of what went into the Reformation stems from this time. Europe was prosperous; public education was on the rise. Only the most ignorant
still believed the earth was flat. Great religious movements swept through the whole place, not unlike what we have today. The century began with people
thinking in terms of the spiritual significance of everything they observed; it ended with (at least amongst the educated) folks secking scientific answers to
many of the questions that crossed their minds. It began with knights fighting their battles by might and arms; it ended with the introduction of gunpowder.

The rise of the Albigensian heresy (a form of gnosticism, also called the Cathari) and its popularity caused several reactions in the Church. The rise of
Waldensianism in the century before may have been an answer to it. Pierre Vaudois (i. e. Peter Waldo), a wealthy merchant of Lyons, having had a spiritual
awakening, forsook his wealth (after providing for his family) and attempted to form an order of lay brothers to preach the Bible (which he had translated
into French) far and wide. Christians had become neglectful of their faith and were wide open to the appeals of Albigensianism. In many places where that
heresy had taken root, there we find Waldensians. In the eyes of Church authorities the two were reckoned alike, though they were far different in their
teachings and doctrines. The Waldensians grew greatly in the 13th century and possibly drew many who had gone over to Albigensianism back into the
Christian Faith. As it was, they had attempted to form an order of friars, but were rejected. They could preach if the local bishop gave permission (a
standard procedure in those days if a non-cleric wanted to preach). But the Waldenses went ahead and preached anyway. They were not a separatist
movement; they only wanted to bring mainstream Roman Catholic Christianity away from the abuses that were beginning to take place, and jog people out
of their spiritually lazy worldliness. Their means of doing so was to spread more knowledge of the Bible. Oddly enough, aside from a few local prohibitions
which didn't last long, the Bible since Peter Waldo's time had always been available in French. Indeed, in France in the Latin Mass days, the Lessons were
given in French! The Waldensians didn't separate from the Roman Catholic Church until the 16th century when they joined the Calvinists. They were not
medieval proto-Calvinists as some would have them; in one thing they differed from the mainstream: that a Mass said by an evil priest was invalid and
brought no blessing to the people. This brought the ire of the Vatican down upon them, but the Waldenses are with us today; they are in communion with
the Presbyterians.

The material prosperity of that age was accompanied by spiritual laxity. In answer to that one young Francis of Assisi began his Order. Whether or not he
was aware of Albigensianism or Waldensianism, I don't know. But he was the son of a wealthy merchant, something of a playboy, who also fancied himself
to be a knight in shining armor and to be a hit with the ladies. But he had a heart, for he often gave to the poor. One story says that one day, whilst riding by
a church in need of repairs, he heard a voice from within, saying, "Rebuild my Church, rebuild my Church". Francis understood that literally. Selling some
of his father's merchandise, he hired a crew with the money received, and had the little church rebuilt. (It is still there at Porziuncula.) His father found out
about it and waxed wroth. He found Francis attending Mass in the Cathedral and stormed up to him screaming at the top of his voice. The son thereupon
took off all his rich clothes, jewelry, rings, everything, even his undies, and threw them at his father. He had rejected everything for Christ. Perhaps that
story is the inspiration for the hymn, "Just as I am, without one plea." The Bishop covered him with a vestment, and the Mass went on. He went on to live a
life of material poverty but spiritual wealth, and attracted followers.

Now it is little known that two of St. Francis' earliest followers were a couple Englishmen. The ancient British Church was just a distant memory, but, as it
is often said, "The music is ended, but the melody lingers on," much of the ancient folks' spirituality was still being passed down from generation to
generation by word of mouth, though sometimes in writing. We find in the early Franciscans a reverence for nature with themselves living as creatures in
creation. God showed His splendor in the wonders of nature; there was nothing in nature contrary to the Christian Faith. People should rejoice in their
existence and give thanks to God for it; if they were true followers of Jesus they would love and have respect for themselves, thence their neighbors, and
thence for God. One's feeling should not come from their possessions, nor for their status in society. So the early Franciscans lived as they believed the
Apostles did, in simplicity of life; many, tiring of the "rat race", joined them.

There were other movements that rose about the same time, but they shall have to wait for a later tale. Hopefully I can cover the 13th century in but a few
pages; much happened in it that influences our lives to this day. God's blessing be upon you all, pray for me, a sinner. ®m

Do You Wish to Receive Communion at Home?

It is important to the life of Holy Cross Church that all our members, if they wish, be able to receive communion at home or in the hospital when
they are ill. However, in order for Fr. Doty and Deacon Walters to facilitate the Lay Eucharistic Visitors’ ministry of home communions they need
